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Elizabeth is just seven when she first meets the Lowlanders, a small, unknown people who live unseen in woodland and wild spaces, but she learns a vital lesson. No matter who she tells, no one will ever believe her. 

So when, at 21, she agrees to dedicate her life to the Lowlanders’ conservation, she knows the reason behind her crusade must stay hidden. This doesn’t seem so hard at first: green campaigners are starting to make headway when Eliza begins her career in media. But Eliza has reckoned without two things: falling in love, and deadly opposition from the Lowlanders themselves.

Eliza struggles to keep her mission on track as her secret threatens to disrupt her work and the relationship with the man she loves, putting her quest and her life itself in peril.
